BYLAWS
Whispering Hills Property Owner’s Association (WHPOA)

A Texas Non-profit Corporation

The following bylaws apply to the lots and property situated in Whispering Hills Estates on Moss Lake as recorded at the Cooke County courthouse in Gainesville, Texas.  They apply to each of the 13 Sections and are in accordance with the restrictive covenants and deed restrictions applicable to each section included within Whispering Hills Estates.

Article I

Offices

1.01 Principle Office:  The Principal Office of the corporation in the State of Texas shall be located in  Whispering Hills, Cooke County Texas, P. O. Box 1521, Gainesville, Texas  76241.  The Corporation may have such other offices, either within or without the State of Texas as the Board of Directors may determine from time to time.

1.02 Registered Office and Registered Agent:  The Corporation shall have and continuously maintain in the State of Texas a registered office and a registered agent whose office identical with such registered office, as required by Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act.  The registered office may be, but need not be, identical with the principal office of the corporation.  The address of the registered office may be changed from time to time by the Board of Directors.
Article II

Association Members

2.01 Classes of Members:  The Association shall have only one (1) class of members which shall consist of those persons who own property in Whispering Hills Estates and are in good standing, i.e., current with dues and special assessments.

2.02 Voting Rights:  Each member shall be entitled to one (1) vote for each annual dues charge paid by such member as provided in Article IX, Section 9.01, on each matter submitted to the vote of the member.  In the event property shall be owned by more than one person, the membership rights held by the entire ownership of such lot shall constitute only one membership hereunder and each such fractional owner shall own and be entitled to vote only the fractional membership interest owned by such member.  Voting rights are automatically suspended per Article 2.03 below.

2.03 Termination/Suspension of Membership:  Membership shall automatically terminate when a member ceases to own property in Whispering Hills Membership shall be suspended if dues and/or other assessments are not current after stated due dates and within 30 days following notices of delinquency.

2.04 Resignation:  Any member may resign, subject to the terms and conditions of his purchase contract and the restrictions filed of record or to e so filed in the Clerk’s Office of Cooke County, Texas, regarding the WHPOA, its successors or assigns by filing a written resignation with the WHPOA Secretary.  Such resignation shall not relieve the member so resigning of the obligation to any dues, assessments, or other charges, so long as the person(s) remain owners of the property.
2.05 Reinstatement:  Upon written request signed by a former member and filed with the BoD Secretary and by the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members of the Board, reinstatement of such former member to membership shall be approved when the member has become current on dues from prorated date of purchase of property or three years time, whichever is less, and subject to such additional or conditional terms a s the Board of Directors may deem appropriate.
2.06 Transfer of Membership:  Membership in this Association is not transferable or assignable, except through sale or inheritance of property.  All dues and assessments must be current and/or collected at the time of closing of any sale or inheritance of property.
Article III

Membership Rules and Regulations of Conduct

3.0 General Rules:  Each member, their families and guests are subject to the following general rules and regulations conduct:

(a) Members shall be held responsible for any misconduct or violation of the rules and regulations on the part of guest or guests using Association facilities and community areas.

(b) Members desiring to rent their property are requested to notify the Board of Directors of such action to ensure that the Board of Directors is aware that the property is being used for rental purposes.

(c) Any person not a member of the Association, unless accompanied by a member or invited guest of the owners and/or providing services to the member, who shall use the community area, roads or other facilities of the Association shall be considered a trespasser under the laws of the State of Texas.

(d) Members are responsible for any contractor, home repair personnel, etc. to whom they have extended approval for entrance to the Whispering Hills area.  Any damage done to personal property, property of other homeowners or to the roads or common property by said contractors, etc. is the responsibility of the property owner(s) who hired the contractor.

(e) All members and guests must conform to the speed limits as posted throughout the development.

(f) All members must comply with all deed restrictions and restrictive covenant pertaining to the applicable Land Section as the same as are recorded in the Office of the County Clerk of Cooke County, Texas and SHPOA Bylaws.


Violations of any of the above rules and regulations or any rules or regulations hereinafter duly adopted by the members or the Board of Directors shall be considered appropriate grounds for suspension, expulsion or termination of such member from the Association, but does not relieve the owner of property of dues and assessments.

Article IV

Membership Responsibilities

4.01 Responsibilities:  The Association members are responsible for the following:

(a) Notifying the BoD of any change in mailing and email addresses and phone numbers

(b) Advising any/all visitors and contractors of the rules and regulations of conduct

(c) Maintaining all personal property in accordance with then in effect deed restrictions

(d) Notification of sale or intent to sell any/all property in Whispering Hills (for record purposes only)

Article V

Board of Directors (BoD)

5.01 Number, Tenure, Qualifications:  The BoD shall consist of Seven (7) active members including a President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary and three (3) Directors at Large.  The Members shall be elected for a three (3) year term.

5.02 General Powers:  The Board of Directors shall, on behalf of the members of the Association shall perform the following:

5.2.01 Administration of Operations:  Conduct business necessary for the administration of the affairs of the Association and for the operation and maintenance of association roads and facilities.

5.2.02 Collect Dues:  Have the power to establish and collect dues, assessments and any delinquent amounts due from members as is provided and defined in these Bylaws.

5.03 Enforcement of Bylaws:  Enforcement of the Bylaws is the responsibility of the membership of the Association.  The BoD is not considered an enforcing body for the rules and regulations of the Association 

unless for those articles as specifically detailed herein.  Enforcement of the Deed Restrictions is an owner’s right as stated in the Deed Restrictions and is not the responsibility of the BoD unless the BoD observes any act or violation of said restrictions and covenants that could be harmful to the general or specific membership of the Association.
5.04
BoD Annual Meeting:  A regular annual meeting of the Board of Directors shall be held without other notice than this regulation immediately after, and at the same place as, the Annual Meeting of Members.  The Board of Directors may provide by resolution the time and place, either within or without the State of Texas, for the holding additional regular meetings of the Board without other notice than such resolution.
5.05 Notice for BoD Annual Meeting:  Notice of the annual meeting of the Board of Directors shall be required and shall be posted on the Association Web Site and/or issued to the general membership a minimum of thirty (30) days prior to the meeting.  Notices can be made via email, letter/or the Web Site or through other means as they become available.

5.06 Regular BoD Meetings:  The Board of Directors will meet on a regular and/or time to time basis during the course of the year to conduct the business of the Association as determined by, called by, or at the request of the President or any two Directors.  The person or persons authorized to call these meetings of the Board may fix any place, either within or without the State of Texas, as the place for holding any meeting of the Board called by them.  The BoD will publish the minutes of the meeting and post the minutes on the Association Web Site for review by members.  A copy can be provided to members upon request.  All meetings are open to the membership.  The BoD will post meeting dates on the WHPOA Web Site.
5.07 Notice for BOD Emergency Meeting:  Consistent with other articles herein, an emergency meeting of the BoD may be requested by the President and/or two (2) members of the BoD for the purpose of addressing and/or dealing with emergency issues that affect the health and/or welfare of the members and/or organization.  The notice shall be provided at least two days advance by telephone or by written notice delivered personally or email to each Director at their permanent address as shown by the records of the association.  If sent by email, request a return reply to confirm message receipt.  Any Director may waive notice of any meeting.  The attendance of a Director at any meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a Director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business because the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.  The business of the special meeting shall be specified via a published agenda and/or, in the case of a single subject meeting, a statement on the subject of the meeting.  In all cases, the subject and purpose of the meetings shall be sufficiently defined to allow all Board of Directors to be properly prepared, in advance, to discuss the agenda item(s).
5.08 Quorum/DOD Voting:  A majority of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the Board; but if less than a majority of the Directors are present at said meeting, a majority of the Directors present may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.  A simple majority of the quorum is required to pass or deny any action placed before the BoD.  Any votes on financial issues under the purvey of the Board of Directors exceeding $1,000 in size requires a minimum of six (6) Board of Directors present. 

5.09 Manner of Acting:  The act of a majority of the BoD present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be considered the act of the entire BoD unless the act of a greater number is required by law or by these regulations.
5.010 Rules of Order:  BoD and general membership meetings shall ball be conducted under the guidance and provisions of Roberts Rules of Order.
5.011 Proxy:  Members of the Board of Directors may assign their vote via proxy to any other member of the board.
5.012 Vacancies:  Any vacancy occurring in the Board of Directors and any directorship to fill by reason of an increase in the number of Directors shall be filled by the Board of Directors.  A Director elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected for the unexpired term of his/her predecessor in office.  The President (and in the absence or resignation of the President, the Vice-President) shall appoint a committee of three (3) board members to prepare a list of potential candidates for the open position on the Board of Directors.  The committee must first gain approval of any potential candidate and then must present the list of candidates to the Board of Directors at the next regular or special meeting or via email.  A simple majority vote by the remaining Board members shall constitute approval of the new member.  The Secretary of the Board must notify the new member in writing (or via email) of his/her selection to the Board of Directors.  In addition, the Board of Directors must notify the general membership of the change in membership on the Board.
5.013 Compensation:  No member of the BoD shall receive any stated salaries or compensation for their services, but, by resolution of the Board of Directors, expenses incurred by a board member on behalf of the WHPOA will be paid to the BoD member.  Nothing herein contained shall be construed to preclude any Director from serving the Association in any other capacity and receiving compensation therefore.
5.014 Nominating Committee:  The Board of Directors shall appoint a Nominating Committee, of one but not more than three (3) members of the Association.  Said committee, shall have the responsibility of soliciting persons to become candidates for membership on the Board of Directors, or as officers of the Association, of preparing and mailing ballots and voting instructions to each member entitled to vote, notification of each elected director or officer of his election and such other related duties as the Board of Directors may direct.

This committee shall be in addition to any committee that may be designated for other purposes by the Board of Directors pursuant to 11.01, Article XI.

Article VI

Officers

6.01 Officers:  The officers of the Association shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.  Other officers may be elected in accordance with the provisions of the Article.  The Board of Directors may elect or appoint such other officers, including one or more assistant secretaries and one or more assistant treasurers, as it shall deem necessary to conduct the business of the Association.  Such additional officers shall have the authority to perform the duties prescribed by the Board of Directors.  Any two or more offices may be held by the same person, except the offices of President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.

6.02
Election Qualifications and Term of Office:  The officers of the Association shall be elected annually by the Board of Directors at the regular annual meeting of the Board of Directors, or by mail as provided in these regulations.  If the election of officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be held as soon thereafter as conveniently may be.   Each officer shall hold office until his successor shall have been duly elected and shall have qualified.  Officers must be members of the Association in good standing.

6.03 Removal:  Any officer elected or appointed by the Board of Directors may be removed by the Board of Directors whenever, in the judgment of the BoD, the best interests of the Association would be served thereby, but such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the officer so removed.

6.04. Vacancies:  A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification, or otherwise, may be filled by the Board of Directors by a simple majority vote for the unexpired portion of the term.  See Article 5.12 for related requirements.

Article VII

Officer Position Descriptions

7.01 President:  The President shall be the principal executive officer of the Association and shall in general supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the Association.  The President may sign, with the Secretary or any other officer of the Association authorized by the Board of Directors, any deeds, mortgages, bonds, contract or other instruments which the Board of Directors have authorized to be executed, except in cases where the signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the Board of Directors, or by these regulations or by statute to some other officer or agent of the Association; and in general he shall perform all duties incident to the Office of President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time.

7.02 Vice-President:  In the absence of the President or in the event of his inability or refusal to act, the Vice-President (or in the event there be more than one Vice President, the Vice Presidents in the order of their election) shall perform the duties of the President, and when so acting, shall have all other powers of and be subject to all the restrictions upon the President.  Any Vice-President shall perform such other duties as, from time to time, may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.

7.03 Treasurer:  If required by the Board of Directors, the Treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of his duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Directors shall determine.  He shall have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the Association; receive and give receipts for monies due and payable to the Association from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such monies in the name of the Association in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as shall be selected in accordance with the provisions of Article VIII of these regulations; and in general perform all duties incident to the office of Treasurer and such other duties as, from time to time, may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.
7.04 Secretary:  The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the members and of the Board of Directors in one or more books provided for that purpose; see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these regulations or as required by law; be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the Association and see that the seal of the association is affixed to all documents, the execution of which on behalf of the Association under its seal is duly authorized in accordance with the provision of the these regulations; keep a register of the post office address of each member which shall be furnished to the Secretary by such member, and in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.
Article VIII

Contracts, Checks, Deposits and Funds

8.01 Contracts:  The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or officers, agent or agents of the Association, in addition to the officers so authorized by these regulations, to enter into any contract or execute and delivery any instrument in the name and on behalf of the Association, and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.  All contracts or expenditures over five hundred dollars ($500.00) must be in writing, signed by the President and one additional officer or board member.  Contracts are only valid if approved, in advance by a simple majority of the BoD.  All contracts must include signatures by the party o r person being engaged to perform work, provide services or materials.

8.02 Checks, Drafts, Etc.:  All checks, drafts or orders for payment of money, notes or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the Association, shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents of the Association, and in such manner as shall from time to time be designated by resolution of the Board of Directors.  IN the absence of such determination by the Board of Directors, such instruments shall be signed by the Treasurer or an Assistant Treasurer and countersigned by the President or a Vice-President of the Association.

8.03 Deposits:  All funds of the Association shall be deposited from time to time to the credit of the Association in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as the Board of Directors may select.

8.04 Gifts:  The Board of Directors may accept only on behalf of the Association any contribution, gift, bequest, or device for the general purposes for any special purpose of the Association.

Article IX

Dues and Assessments

9.01 Annual Dues:  Each member of the Association, as described in Article II, Paragraph 2.01 and 2.02, is required to pay an annual dues charge which shall be used for the improvement, maintenance and upkeep of all roads, bridges, the various community areas, and any and all properties owned by the Association, and for the promotion and protection of the Association as the BoD of the Association shall direct, irrespective of whether the privilege of using said areas is exercised or note.

9.02 Establishment of Dues:  The establishment of the annual dues amount is the responsibility of the BoD with the approval of the general membership.  The BoD may, from time to time, based on the projected needs of the WHPOA, adjust or revise the annual dues amount.  To support an increase, the BoD must provide a budget analysis to the membership in sufficient detail to support the proposed increase.  Increases must be presented to the general membership at either the Annual Meeting or a special meeting for approval by a simple majority vote of those in attendance and votes received email and U.S. mail 72 hours prior to the meeting date.
9.03 Payment/Collection of Dues:  Annual dues are payable upon receipt of the annual dues statement, but in no case shall be paid later than March 31.  In such case, if dues are not received by this date the past due bill will be issued until the dues are paid.

9.03.01 Sale of Property:  Dues shall be collected as part of the closing costs due upon the sale address and closing of said sale and issued to the WHPOA at the current address.

9.04 Special Assessments:  The Board of Directors may, based on the identified needs of the community for protective measures, emergencies or repairs to Association property that could not reasonably have been anticipated at the time of the yearly budget, assess each property owner “Special Assessment” for that year.  The special assessments must be specifically detailed and must be for the benefit of the majority of the community.  Prior to levying any special assessments, the BoD must notify all members that such an assessment is needed along with an explanation/justification for the assessment.  The notice must be provided at least ten (10) days in advance of a BoD action so that members may make comments by mail or email on the special assessment.  Special assessments are limited to the following:
(a) Road Repair

(b) Bridge Repair

(c) Drainage Repair

(d) Road Paving

(e) Special projects required for the health and/or safety of the community in general


Other community requirements not listed herein would be subject to a vote by the general membership as noted in Article X.  The Board of Directors may set the specific time and/or terms of payment.  A minimum of 60 days written notice must be made to the membership for any special assessment.


In the case of an emergency requiring immediate attention (example: bridge or road wash-out) the BoD may take whatever measures/actions are required on behalf of the membership to ensure the safety, welfare and/or access to properties, as required, without prior approval of the membership.  Special assessments will then be identified to the membership.
Article X
Meetings of Members

10.01 Annual Meeting:  An annual meeting of the members shall be held the first Saturday in October at a time and place to be decided by the Board of Directors for the purpose of electing directors and to review and act upon via members vote on actions brought forth by or to the BoD.  Any member in good standing of the Association may, upon written request to the Board of Directors and/or via addition to the stated agenda at the meeting, add items of business for discussion and vote by the general membership.  Items subject to and bound by the vote of the general membership are limited to the following:

(a) Special service requests subject to the available funds based on the current level of annual dues

(b) Changes to the Bylaws of the WHPOA

(c) Requests for establishment of committees

(d) Election of officers and/or board members

(e) Impeachment/removal of a board member(s)


The general membership may take a vote and issue a request for consideration by the board o other subjects not listed herein.  This consensus of the membership vote is not binding and will be subject for review by the board.


If the election of Directors shall not be held on the day designated for the annual meeting, or at any adjournment thereof, the Board of Directors shall cause the election to be held at a special meeting of the members or be conducted by mail or email as soon thereafter as conveniently may be.

10.02 Special Meetings:  Special meetings of the members may be called by the President, the Board of Directors, or not less than one-third of the members having voting rights.

10.03 Place of Meeting:  Written or printed notice stating the place, day and hour of any meeting of members shall be delivered, either personally or by mail or email, to each member entitled to vote at such meeting, not less than ten nor more than sixty days before the date of such meeting, by or at the direction of the President, or the Secretary or the officers or persons calling the meeting.  In case of special meeting or when required by statute or by these regulations, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called shall be stated in the notice.  If mailed, the notice of a meeting shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the United States mail addressed to the member at his address as it appears on the records of the Association, with postage thereon prepaid.

10.04 Quorum:  A quorum for the transacting of business at any meeting of members shall be not less than one-fifth of the qualified voting members in good standing.  If a quorum is not present at any meeting of members, a majority of the members present may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.
10.05 Proxies:  At any meeting of members, a member entitled to vote may vote by proxy executed in writing by a member or by his duly authorized attorney in fact.  No proxy shall be valid after eleven (11) months from the date of its execution, unless otherwise provided in the proxy.

10.06 Voting by Mail or Email:  Where Directors or Officers are to be elected by members or the Board of Directors, such election may be conducted by mail or email in such manner as the Board of Directors shall determine.  In the case of a mail election of Directors, the President or the Board of Directors shall set a day and hour for such election and the Nominating Committee appointed by the Board of Directors pursuant to Article V, Section 5.14 shall solicit persons to become a candidate for membership on the Board of Directors of the Association.  It shall be the duty of the Nominating Committee to prepare ballots with the names of the various candidates for each term of office, leaving a blank space for write-in candidates, and to thereafter mail, more than ten (10) days prior to the election date set by the President or Board of Directors, a ballot, instructions for voting and an envelope addressed to person appointed inspectors of Election, c/o Whispering Hills Property Owners Association at its principal office.  If such election by mail is to be held in conjunction with an annual meeting of members, each ballot shall also be accompanied by notice of such meeting.  The President shall point, prior to such election, two (2) inspectors of Election 
10.07 whose duty it shall be, to the best of their skill and ability, to receive and canvas the votes cast and to otherwise conduct such election and to thereafter certify the results of said election to the Nominating Committee.  The Nominating Committee shall thereafter notify each Director so elected and request that such person accept the office to which he/she was elected.  At such time, the Nominating Committee may also call a special meeting of the Board of directors so that the newly elected officers or directors may take oath and assume their respective duties.
Article XI

Committees

11.01 Committees:  The Board of Directors by resolution adopted by a majority of the Directors in office may designate one or more committees, each of which shall consist of two or more Directors, which committees, to the extent provided in said resolution, shall have and exercise the authority of the Board of Directors in the management of the Association, but the designation of such committees and the delegation thereto of authority shall not operate to relieve the Board of Directors, or any individual Director, of any responsibility imposed upon it or him/her by law.
11.02 Other Committees:  Other committees not having and exercising the authority of the Board of Directors in the management of the Association may be designated by a resolution adopted by a majority of the Directors present at a meeting at which a quorum is present.  Except as otherwise provided in such resolution, members of each such committee shall be members of the Association, and the President of the Association shall appoint the members thereof.  Any member thereof may be removed by the person or persons authorized to appoint such member whenever, in their judgment, the best interests of the Association shall be served by such removal.

11.03 Term of Office:  Each member of a committee shall continue as such until the next annual meeting of the members of the Association and until his successor is appointed, unless the committee shall be sooner terminated, or unless such member be removed from such committee, or unless such member shall cease to qualify as a member thereof.

11.04 Chairman:  One member of each committee shall be appointed Chairman by the person or persons authorized to appoint the members thereof.
11.05 Vacancies:  Vacancies in the membership of any committee may be filled by appointments made in the same manner as provided in the case of the original appointments.

11.06 Quorums:  Unless otherwise provided in the resolution of the Board of Directors designating a committee, a majority of the whole committee shall constitute a quorum and the act of a majority of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the committee.

11.07 Rules:  Each committee may adopt rules for its own government not inconsistent with these regulations or with rules adopted by the Board of Directors.

Article XII

Books and Records

12.01 The Association shall keep correct and complete books and records of account and shall also keep minutes of the proceedings of its members, Board of Directors, and Committees having any of the authority of the Board of Directors, and shall keep at the registered or principal office a record giving the names and addresses of the members entitled to vote.  All books and records of the Association may be inspected by any member, or his agent or attorney, for any proper purpose at any reasonable time.
Article XIII

Fiscal Year

13.01 The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on the first day of January and end on the last day of December in each year.

Article XIV

Seal

14.01 The Board of Directors shall not provide a corporate seal.

Article XV

Waiver of Notice

15.01 Whenever any notice is required to be given under the provisions of the Non-Profit Corporation Law of Texas or under the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation of the Association or the Bylaws of the Association, a waiver thereof in writing signed by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated herein, shall be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.


Note:  If members do not provide the Board of Directors with changes in address, email or other communication requirements as defined in Article IV, the member automatically waives the right of notice for any pending actions as required in these Bylaws.

Article XVII

Amendments to Bylaws

16.01 
These Bylaws for the Association, it successors or assigns may be altered, amended or repealed and new 
regulations may be adopted by a majority of the eligible voting membership in attendance at the annual 
members meeting or at any special meeting called by members and/or the BoD, if at least thirty (30) days 
prior to the meeting, written or email notice is given of intention to alter, amend or repeal or to adopt new 
Bylaws at such meeting.  The vote for said changes may include votes via proxy as described in Article X, 
Section 10.05 or via return ballot as prepared by the Board of Directors.

Article XVII

Indemnification and Hold Harmless

17.01 The members of the Board of Directors, serving as elected volunteers, are hereby exempt from any/all civil or other legal action for any acts approved and/or enacted by the BoD under the provisions set forth herein.  The membership agrees to indemnify and hold the BoD and each individual Director harmless for their/his/her actions except for any actions that are deemed illegal, including but not limited to theft of Association funds and other actions enacted by the Board of Directors that are in violation of any local, state or federal laws.
Article XVIII

Conflicting or Invalid Provisions

18.01 Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, should all or part of any Article of these Bylaws be in conflict with the provisions of the laws of the State of Texas, including specifically the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act, such laws shall control, and should any part of these Bylaws be invalid or inoperative for any reason, the remaining parts, so far as is possible and is reasonable, shall be valid and operative.
